Lutherans?ò 
 
This is one of the provocative questions asked of us at 
Synod Assembly by our ELCA representative, Pr. Craig 
Settlage.  We broke into groups and wrestled with the 
question.  Why should there be Lutherans?  Is there  
anything truly unique or special about the Lutheran  
expression that we should still cling to a five hundred 
year old tradition?  I brought the question back to the 
Council, and now I pose it to you.  Are you a Lutheran by 

upbringing, by persuasion, by choice?  Are you a member of Salem because of this particular  
congregation?  What would be the reasons to cling to our tradition, to maintain a denomination? 
 
Someone told me recently that she has two friends who want to find a church home.  They know 
about our church, they even like some things they hear.  And yet they tell heré ñBut youôre  
Lutheran.ò  They canôt really explain why thatôs an objection.  We guessed that it sounds too 
strange, too unusual, or too restrictive.  In a recent conversation with our youth I heard about their 
own struggles with being óthe few and the Lutheran.ô  They hear, ñDo you worship Martin Luther 
King?ò  ñAre you the same as Catholic?ò  And I have had any number of people wonder why we 
would choose the name óSalemô ï ñIsnôt that where witches lived?ò 
 
What do you think the Lutheran expression has to offer the world?  What do you think Salem has 
to offer Stillwater and the world?  Can you picture some creative ways to remove the barriers and 
misconceptions people may have?  How might the love of Christ become known in the community 
through us so that people would say ï OH, Salem!  Lutherans!  They are the people whoé   I like 
how God is working through them.  Maybe I can do it tooéò
